In 2009, Sea Mar awarded one hundred $1,000 Farm Worker College Scholarships to low-
income college students from Washington seasonal or migrant farm worker families’ who are
currently enrolled in a college or university, and who are planning to continue their education
in the next academic year. Unfortunately, due to high demand, students who have previously
received this scholarship are not eligible. It is important to note that these scholarship
opportunities are not solely for those students who may be classified as “high achievers”. We
are interested in providing the same opportunity for success to those students whose GPA
might not fit the “high achiever” category, but who have excellent potential for continuing
their education and career development. Sea Mar believes that open doors, a chance at
success and believing in our students often makes the difference for many youth in our
community to be successful.

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Definition of Farm Worker Used in Awarding Scholarships

Farm workers are typically either seasonal workers employed in agricultural work in their
home area during harvests, or migrant workers who travel long distances from a home base.
Farm workers often work at more than one agricultural job, each for a portion of the year.

The specific definitions used for the purpose of awarding these scholarships are:

¢ A migrant farm worker is an individual whose principal employment is seasonal
agriculture and who travels to work and lives in a different community while working.

e A seasonal farm worker is an individual whose principal employment is agricultural labor
and who resides all year in one community.

For the purpose of awarding these scholarships, farm workers do not include farm, ranch,
feedlot, or food- or meat-processing plant owners/operators.

PLEASE NOTE:

This scholarship opportunity is for all students of migrant and seasonal farm worker families
who have the potential to continue their education and career development, regardless of their
GPA.
